REPORTS OF LIAISONS: Councilman Goebel reported on the January 30" Board of Public
Works Meeting. The cold weather, nationwide, has really made a lot volatility in the natural gas
market. From the Board Chairman’s report, the revenues from electric sales all goes back into
the Electric Account and it comes back to the ratepayers, it isn’t that Hastings Utilities is piling
up a stack of money because they are able to sell electric power. Kaleena Fong and Dave Rippe
were at the Board Meeting and discussed the HEDC Branding for the City of Hastings. They
reported in reference to a committee that has been formed to guide the expenditure of the funds
that has been allocated by Hastings Utilities for the plan, it was a good report and justified the
existence of this plan. The Notice of Construction of Utility Improvements was mentioned at the
last meeting which is basically a form and a process that identifies where utility improvements
have been made, but have not been assessed to the lot and connection has not been made. Ata
later point in time when the lot is developed and connection is made to the utility, there is an out
of district fee that is charged. This notice being filed will inform someone buying that piece of
property that there would be a Hastings Utility charge for the connection. The first Notice of this
kind was filed on the sewer line that is being put in on the 42" Street project. The next regular
meeting will be February 13" at 9:00 A.M. in the Hastings Utilities Board Room.
