
Hastings Aquacourt  
Rules & Regulations 

 
Admissions 

 To help ensure your child’s safety, children ages 9 and under must be accompanied by a 

person 14 years of age or older 

 All persons entering the pool, including supervising adults, must pay the appropriate fees. 

 People under the influence of alcohol or drugs will not be admitted. 

 If a patron leaves the facility for any reason, they must pay the appropriate 

fees to re-enter. 
 Management reserves the right to change or shorten pool hours due to inclement weather or 

low attendance.  Refunds will not be given. 

 NO pets are allowed in the facility at any given time. 

 Smoking or use of tobacco is not permitted at any time in the facility 

 The Hastings Aquacourt is not responsible for loss of personal belongings 

 Management reserves the right to review, change, and establish rules as deemed necessary 

 

Food 

 Coolers, jugs, food, and/or beverages may not be brought into the facility at any time with 

the exception of birthday party rentals bringing in a birthday cake. 

 Glass containers of any kind are not permitted in the facility. 

 No gum or sunflower seeds allowed in the facility. 

 Alcohol is not permitted within the facility or park at any time. 

 

Safety 

 No running inside the facility 

 Profanity and rough play is prohibited in the facility. 

 Lifejackets are allowed in all areas of the pool, except the slides.  Lifejackets must be Coast 

Guard approved. 

 Water guns or balloons are not allowed in the facility. 

 Flotation devices (blow up toys, floaters, etc.)  are not allowed in the facility. 

 

Dress Code 

 Proper swimsuit attire must be worn at all times.   

 Paper or cloth diapers are prohibited in the pool.  Children that are not yet toilet 

trained and wear diapers must wear swim diapers to be allowed to swim in the pool.  

Swim diapers are designed specifically for pool use.  Swim diapers are available for 

purchase at the front desk.  
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Locker Area 

 Combination locks can be brought from home or purchased at the front desk. 

 Please remove locks at the end of the day. 

 Locks left on lockers will be cut off at the end of the day and items will be removed and 

donated to charity if they are not picked up in a timely manner. 

 Hanging on or slamming locker doors is prohibited. 

 Please do not loiter or play near the locker area. 

 The Hastings Aquacourt is not responsible for loss of personal belongings. 

 

 

Slides 

 Children must be at least 48 inches tall in order to go down the slides.   

 Swimwear with zippers, buckles, and/or rivets will not be allowed on the slides. 

 No jewelry of any kind is allowed on the slides. 

 Only one person at a time may go down the slides. 

 No head-first sliding. 

 Slide is for going down only, no climbing or stopping. 

 When exiting the slide, immediately leave the landing area. 

 

Lazy River 

 Please enter and exit the lazy river only at designated areas. 

 Riders must remain in tubes at all times. 

 One rider per single tube, two riders per double tube. 

 No swimming or walking around in lazy river. 

 No horseplay on tubes (pushing, rocking, hitting, etc.) 

 No diving anywhere along river. 

 

Diving Boards 

 Only one person on diving board at a time. 

 Adjusting the diving board wheel is prohibited. 

 Multiple bouncing on diving board is prohibited. 

 No backdives, handstands, somersaults or gainers off board and/or pool deck.
